	Falling branches – injuries particularly to head

	Tree survey carried out every 2-3 years and recommendations implemented as necessary 
Users to be aware of potential hazard and carry out quick visual inspection of area being used especially after high winds. 
Each group must have a qualified first aider 
	     

	Fire – risk of fires spreading to hedges/trees
	All
	Campfires/Ground fires only allowed in designated spots. Alter fires to be used on sites. 
Each group must ensure water or sand on hand to extinguish flames
Fires not be left unattended 

	

	Wood pile – injuries from sharp objects and/or trips and falls
	All
	All persons entering the wood pile area must wear suitable
footwear.
Wood to be checked over as much as possible before being added to wood pile 
	

	Physical & Verbal Abuse
	All – particularly campsite crew 
	Physical & verbal abuse will not be tolerated
After a polite warning, the “abuser” will be asked to leave the activity or area
If necessary, after consultation with the Duty Manager, the “abuser” will be asked to leave the Centre
